I. Meeting called to Order at 5:10pm by Dr. Langford, Committee Chair
II. Approval of May 2010 minutes – Becky Muscgrove motioned, Mike Ingraham seconded.
III. Regional Stroke Plan / PI tool – Dr. Langford reviewed the revisions to the stroke plan.  The Regional Stroke plan has been added to the 2010 Emergency Healthcare System Plan.  The committee wishes to develop a Survey Monkey version of the Stroke PI tool to be incorporated into the quarterly Trauma PI survey that is already in place.  
IV. Educational opportunities – Dr. Langford informed the committee that Scott & White will begin hosting an Annual Stroke Education Seminar.  The next on will be on September 18th, 2010.  Leigh Allen shared information on the Stroke Symposium for Level 3 facilities on September 17th at Dell in Austin.  The committee agreed to have any requests for scholarships for either opportunity should be sent to Danielle or Lavon who will compile a list and submit to the committee for an email vote.
V. SWMH Acute Stroke Team – Dr. Langford presented.  Scott & White will provide telemedicine evaluation to Level 3 support centers.  This will be implemented around January 2011.  The cost for telemedicine equipment is around $10,000.  The option to see grant funds or allocate some RAC funds towards the cost will be investigated.  
VI. Completion of Cardiac Form – GETAC will contact hospitals.  

VII. Open Forum / Discussion – Danielle informed the committee that approximately $900 is remaining in the committee budget that needs to be spent before August 31, 2010.  Mike Ingraham made a motion to allow the Board of Directors to determine how to spend the remaining Acute Care committee funds.  Dr. Langford seconded.  Motion carried.
