I. 
Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 12:10 pm by Dr. Robert Greenberg, Acute Care Committee Chairperson. The Acute Care members introduced themselves. 
II. Charge of Acute Care Committee
Dr. Greenberg discussed the proposed mission statement of the committee and reviewed it with the group.  Statement is to be sent to the board of directors for approval.
Terry Valentino reviewed the history of stroke and STEMI discussions currently occurring at state level.
III. STEMI Overview
Gerald Caldwell provided an overview of the STEMI documents that are currently in use by the hospitals within the RAC.  The information located on these reports is used to generate timelines for patients receiving PCI.  Further stressed the need to track 911 call to balloon times.
Metroplex announced they will have PCI available starting Jan.1, 2009.

IV. Stroke Overview
Charlotte Resto provided an update on Scott & White’s current position in the Primary designation process.  Transfer guidelines within the RAC need to be established to improve patient transport between facilities.  The possibility of a single number for strokes was discussed as well.   In addition, any stroke education for EMS needs to be addressed.
Standard of stroke care was discussed between Dr. Greenberg and Dr. Lesley.                  Dr. Greenberg stated that tPA is currently not the standard of care for a patient in the acute phase of a stroke.
V. Assignment of Tasks

Gerald Caldwell will obtain costs for GWTG registry.  
Dr. Greenberg will finish editing STEMI plan which will be emailed out to the group by the next meeting.

Charlotte and Jerry will look into developing a Stroke and STEMI regional form.  A copy of the HOT RAC’s regional form will be sent to both Charlotte and Jerry via email and they can also review the BV RAC’s prehospital transport guidelines.
The development of regional “Code Stroke, Code STEMI, and Code Trauma” were discussed so all hospitals are aware.  EMS needs to be aware of where to take these patients and what level of care that is offered at the different facilities.
VI. Recommendations for additional committee members

The committee members discussed inviting all EMS and Hospital agencies in the region that were not represented at the first Acute Care meeting to ensure each agency is represented.
VII. Next Meeting and Adjourn
The next meeting will be held January 21st from 5:00 pm – 6:30pm at Metroplex Hospital in Killeen. The group decided the meetings for this committee will be held prior to the Medical Advisory Board each quarter. The meeting adjourned at 1:30pm without incident.
