I. Call to Order
Meeting was called to order at 5:15 pm by Charlotte Resto, RN, Acute Care Committee Co-Chair.  The Acute Care members introduced themselves.

II. Acute Care Committee minutes from January 14, 2009 approved
III. STEMI plan

King’s Daughters reported their facility does not have 24/7 PCI.  No change noted to plan.  Counties and agencies with 12 lead and ACS capabilities are Bell, Coryell, Mills, Thorndale, Capital EMS, and AMR.  Survey Monkey will be used to verify EKG transmission from the field.  J Caldwell reported SW Cath Lab needs copy of EKG or time STEMI was reported in the field in order to obtain an EMS to balloon time.  Jerry will also provide percentage of door to balloon time > 90minutes.
IV. Stroke Point of Entry Plan

Plan reviewed by members.  B Misercola questioned if EMS was to transport stroke patients outside of the region since SW is not designated yet.  Committee responded that SW is still currently seeking accreditation therefore transferring outside of the region is not necessary.
b. Representatives from area hospitals were asked if their facilities would be interested in either primary or support center designation.  DSHS rule 157.133 regarding Comprehensive, Primary, and Support Center criteria will be emailed out to members.  
c. Dr. Lee expressed concerned about the transfer process of stroke patients.  It was felt that a direct line similar to STEMI should be initiated for stroke because current methods delay treatment and transfer.  

V. EMS – Current Care and Transfer
Stroke/STEMI form reviewed.  For convenience forms will be made multicopied NCR.  It was suggested that red envelopes be used by hospital and EMS personnel for forms and transfer paperwork.  D.Schmitz will obtain pricing info on envelopes and email members.
