Progress reports on survey mailing list development:

B. Gerald Mahone-Lewis – Provided Eldon with a list of LCDC credentialed individuals.  Eldon was able to go to the licensing website and print out only those who reside in our service area, Dr. Lewis will pursue getting a listing of School Counselors -  The suggestion was made that perhaps the Region 12 website might have a list of school counselors for our area.

C. Eldon – Rosters for LPCs,  and several levels of  Licensed Social Workers for our region were obtained., The EMT certification website does not have a roster of those certified.  You can only look up individuals by name.  A list of the Licensed Marriage and Family Therapists for our region was also obtained.  The  Medical Providers were not pursued since there is no easy way to know the area of practice of the licensed medical professionals.

D.  Dorothy Pace -  Dorothy was not present to discuss her progress on obtaining a list of licensed psychologists.  Eldon will explore trying to access their licensing board. 

VI. Review of draft survey cover letter – Eldon

A. Review letter content.  Those present reviewed the survey cover letter with several good suggestions on how to make it more reader-friendly.  The revised draft will be sent out to the Committee members for review and comment.  We will ask Committee members to complete the survey in Survey Monkey to make sure all aspects of that arrangement work well.

B.  Those present decided  to include the Psychological First Aid pamphlet when the survey and cover letter are sent out.  A brief discussion was held about the logistics of mailing the survey.  Eldon will follow up on the discussion with Jill Bohac to determine how she would want to organize addressing and stuffing the survey letter envelopes
