I. Welcome:
II. Approval of April 16, 2009 Minutes

III. Review and Adjustment of the Meeting Agenda

IV. Summary report on survey returns:  Tabled 
V. Discussion of Mental Health First Aid training registration and logistics for the training –  25 of the 30 training slots were filled.  Two of those present indicated that they wanted to attend, but had not registered.  They were encouraged to register and were given the website for registering. Questions from the trainers will be sent prior to the training event for completion prior to the training.
-ceu credit – Gerald Mahone-Lewis was working with Lauren to get CEU credits for the up-coming training.  Once approved, then could also have CEU credits for training that occurs within the next 12 months.

VI. Discussion regarding forming a CISM group that could be formalized and available to respond to trauma events in our region.  Eldon

· Number of survey respondents indicating CISM training.  Lauren had pulled together a list of 8 people who were certified CISM providers, and 5 people who want to be trained to provide CISM
· Identification of EMS and other emergency personnel who are CISM trained.  The EMS Committee members will be asked to survey their staff regarding who is trained and who is interested in training
· Discuss convening the above people to explore interest in forming a CISM team.  Once we have the response from the EMS Committee members, then we will pick a date to convene them and discuss what is involved in establishing a CISM  Team.  We will go to the DSHS website to see if we can determine how certification is achieved and maintained.  Lauren Karp had copied some materials for our Committee about how CISM Teams are organized and operate. Paul Tabor from the DSHS office may be asked to join our organizational meeting so we can get started in the right manner to establish a CISM Team 
· How the CISM Team will relate to the RAC will be determined based on the above discussion 

VII. Development of a Disaster Behavioral Health Services Section for the Regional Disaster Plan.  The Committee has not yet received a copy of this section of the Oklahoma City Disaster Preparedness Plan.  Eldon will go to the Oklahoma City website to see if he can download a copy. 
VIII. Discussion of the DSHS Region 7 grant to provide Mental Health First Aid course in the fall; The funds have to be spent and all paperwork submitted by the end of November, 2009.
-potential dates (9/14-18, 10/19-23, 10/26-30, 11/2-6)

-location – will try to work it out with the city of Killeen at their Convention Center
-intended audience/participants (24 slots)

-unique opportunity to have Brazoria County participants in the training – the grant includes some funds to pay travel and per diem expenses for persons from Brazoria County.  Once the arrangements are made for the training site, then we will be able to see how many people from Brazoria can have their travel expenses paid.  
-expectations for participants to do 12-hour community training sessions– 

-potential funding for 12-hour course participants’ workbooks ($10 each)

-intended audiences for the 12-hour course would be EMS, shelter volunteers, Bell County Communications Center staff, etc. 

IX. CTRAC 2009 Regional Committee Needs Assessment – Those present discussed wanting to learn more about how a Family Support Center is organized and how it functions.  Also there was some discussion about the need to do flu-shot clinics in the fall and whether an exercise should be planned to test different ways of doing that. 
X. Other Announcements, General Discussion, etc.  Eldon announced that there was enough funds in this year’s RAC budget to order about 400 Quick Series Guides on Emergency Preparedness for Persons with Disabilities and Medical Concerns.  100 each of four related titles were also ordered.  The books that have been ordered will be received in about three weeks.  They may or may not be received in time to be distributed to the June 4,5 training participants.  When we have received them we will then want to discuss and decide how best to distribute them for the greatest good for our area.
