I. Welcome:  Introductions
II. Approval of July 9, 2009 Minutes

The July 9, 2009 Meeting Minutes were approved by consensus of those present.
III. Review and Adjustment of the Meeting Agenda: No modifications were made.
IV. Summary report on survey returns:  Tabled 
V. Discussion of the Mental Health Section of the Regional Mass Casualty Response Plan: Those present reviewed the draft Mass Casualty Response Plan section on Mental Health- Disaster Behavioral Health Services section.  The Committee working on this had collapsed our four sections into one section.  Those present were comfortable with the paragraph content and had only a few suggested grammatical changes. 
VI. Discussion regarding forming a CISM team that could be available to respond to trauma events in our region.  Eldon indicated that the July 14 meeting to form a CISM team was well attended with about 15 interested people participating.  Lauran indicated to Eldon that one of the persons attending the meeting indicated a willingness to consider being the CISM team leader, but didn’t want to commit to that responsibility until he/she completed the training coming up later this month.  A second formation meeting will be held after the training is completed. 
VII. Development of a Disaster Behavioral Health Services Section for the Regional Disaster Plan.  The Committee has not yet received a copy of this section of the Oklahoma City Disaster Preparedness Plan.  Eldon has begun searching the internet for other Disaster Behavioral Health Services Plans from other states, counties and cities.  When we have a good example to start working from, then we will form a sub-committee to take this on as a project.
VIII. Discussion of the DSHS Region 7 grant to provide Mental Health First Aid course. The funds have to be spent by the end of November, 2009.

· Intended audience/participants: 24 training slots.  Attendees will be expected to provide at least 3 community education sessions on Mental Health First Aid per year to maintain their training certifications.  This grant was written to involve participants from our area and from Brazoria County.  Contact will be made with the Emergency Services Manager and the Regional MHMR Center leadership to determine the best way to recruit attendees from that area.

· Eldon is exploring potential additional funding for a year’s supply of participant workbooks ($10 each) for each person attending

· When the training contract is signed, Eldon will then send out a notice regarding the training and how to register for it.   

IX.  Quick Series Guides:  The RAC has obtained about 400 Quick Series Guides on Emergency Preparedness for Persons with Disabilities and Medical Concerns and 100 each of Stress Management for Emergency Personnel, Spiritual Wellness, Suicide Prevention, and Crisis Intervention for Emergency Personnel.  Lauren informed the Committee that the RAC has to place identifying stickers on the books and must keep a record of how they are distributed.  Each Committee member was given a copy of each of the 5 guides and asked to review the booklets before this meeting.  Those present discussed  recommendations about how to distribute the booklets for the most positive impact for our Region.  Those present also discussed how the content of the booklets would make excellent training material for students, shelter workers, CERT teams, etc.  Eldon has learned that each of the EMT groups has a training person and that the RAC can make that list available as a possible way to distribute the booklets. 
X. Other Announcements, General Discussion, etc.  Eldon indicated that he would like to review the Committee’s Goals and Objectives at the next meeting in order to see if they need updating.  As an outcome of this review he would like to develop the Committee’s FY’10 work plan.
