Affividavits for compliance with RAC protocols were handed out and are should be turned into the CTRAC with the EMS Director and Medical Director signatures that state they utilize CTRAC protocols/policies.

B. Air Medical: Air to Air and Air services to Agency communications was discussed. Recently we had an issue of 2 different services requested to same scene by two different agencies in multi county responses.  The lead IC/LZ command should contact the air services’ dispatch to inform them of dual rotor scene or cancel one and update the radio frequency to talk on when 5-10 minutes out.  Gary informed the group of radio updates and interoperability channels for possible Helo use.  Gary will begin working on these radio issues and work on a first Draft SOG for communications.  It was recommended to have a Helo ops channel on the VHF and
800. It was also recommended to put the SOG as part of the CTRAC Trauma System Plan.
C. Pediatric Issues:   Mr. Wayne Rutherford posed the question as to whether Air   Medical agencies are allowing parents of pediatric patients to ride along. The group stated this is looked at on a case by case basis depending on the state of the patient and parent.
