EMSOC meeting minutes

January 9, 2008

The EMSOC committee met on January 9, 2008 @ Chili’s in Temple.  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Brittney Misercola @ 1135.

The following items were discussed:

Nancy Floyd SW trauma coordinator talked about plans to initiate a follow-up program for EMS providers regarding trauma patients.  Suggestions were made to develop a card that the crew could fill out and leave for follow-up info to be sent to their POC.

Susan Burchfield SW injury prevention coordinator talked about several items.  She presented do’s and don’ts regarding pediatric car seats in ambulances.  Hand-outs were given to the group.  SW is also setting up training through grant monies for special needs transports.  The week of Feb 11 is National Child Safety transport week.  Susan requested support and participation from all RAC entities.  States that the RAC has 35 car seats available.  Other upcoming injury prevention programs are:  heat safety with emphasis on children left in hot cars, and Nation Poison Safety week, which is coming up in March.

Brittney opened the following topics for discussion:

A survey has been given out to everyone regarding what type of pediatric devices are used by each entity to transport children, both when they are the patient and when they are being transported with a family member.  Each agency is also to list what they consider the cut off age for Pediatrics.

Also each agency is to report the number of Level C hazmat PPE that they carry. Survey’s need to be completed and sent back to the RAC office no later than Feb. 27th. 
The EMS-C survey was sent out through Danielle Schmitz today.  The EMS needs assessment for 2008 was also sent out.  

The stroke training (stroke keys) are available online.  This is part of the mass stroke education and stroke programs that have been mandated by the state.  Each entity is to send 10 names to Brittney so that she may give their stroke key for CE stroke training.  Deadline for name submission will be Jan. 15th.
The Protocol Task Force will have its first meeting on January 30th.  This group’s focus is to develop basic protocols for the RAC.  

The time and day of the EMSOC meeting has been changed to the last Wednesday of every month.  This will also coincide with the quarterly GA meetings.  The time will be from 1200-1330.  A list of meetings was supplied to all attending.  The quarterly meeting will be in Belton before the GA meeting.  The other monthly meetings will be in Killeen area and TBD.

The updating and use of the EMsystems was discussed by everyone.   EMsystems Protocol revision is going to be worked on by PI committee.

 EMS recommendations include the following:  Air Medical Services should update every day.  EMS should update once a week on Mondays unless there is a status change. 

EMS agencies expressed the concern of linking the updating daily of EMsystems to RAC compliance due to no changes, they will typically have a unit available for 911. 

EMSOC goals for 2008 will be worked on next meeting.  Closed out 2007 goals.

A TEEX grant for a PHTLS course is being applied for.  Jeff Mincy from SW agreed to handle the paperwork.  The course is planned for June 5, 6. He is working on an ECA class for the Eastern side of the RAC thru TEEX
