I.      Welcome and Introductions

C.  Purchase Plans/AED Project
The $5,000 that had been allocated for the ALS simulator needs to be spent on something else. It has been suggested to buy AEDs for the region.  It was suggested that money can buy an AED for each county.  Once it is figured out how many AEDs can be bought for $5,000, they will be split up and will not be enough for each county.  The best way would be to make sure that wherever the AED is located, it can be accessed by a large amount of people, in order to get the best coverage.  Possibly they can be given to local police in areas where EMS may take a long time to get to.  The committee may develop a form for agencies to fill out, stating the reason why they want an AED and if they already have and AED or another life saving device. Jeff made a motion to purchase AEDs with the $5,000 and let the committee decide how to distribute them. The motion was seconded by Fred, and approved by the committee.
