I. 
Welcome and Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 12:05 pm by Mrs. Brittney Misercola, EMSOC Committee Chairperson. The EMSOC members introduced themselves. 
II. Approval of January 2008 Minutes 
The meeting minutes were approved by the group. 
III. New Business:
Discussion on County RAC fund disbursement was held led by Danielle.  Due to short time frame for 2008-2009 plans due to the State.  The group voted to keep the disbursement plans the same for this year.  The group also voted to look at possibly changing the plan in the future.  Need to see what the registry is going to do.
Danielle updated on Trauma Registry status.  Task force looking at options for the current system. As of now we are encouraged to keep inputting data.   
Danielle reminded all EMS agencies to turn in receipts to her as soon as possible.

Danielle let the members know that CTRAC now has a storage unit for all equipment.

Revised Trauma System Plan is updated on Website. The newly voted in Mission and Goals for the EMSOC committee has been included.  Danielle is asking for all agencies to send in their email vote on the revised plan and guidelines.
Update from GETAC. EMSC Survey was discussed by Capt. Rutherford of the Pediatric Committee.  Please complete ASAP if not already done.
CTRAC Pre- Hospital PI indicators for this Year: Airway, Out of RAC Diversions and Scene times greater than 20 minutes.  The EMSOC committee began looking at some tools to gather this data.  Agencies are to bring any tools to the next EMSOC meeting for further development and discussion.  

Hazmat PPE - Collected Surveys.   Gary Young will work with the HPPG group to address the PPE needs from the survey.  Further discussion will be held at the March meeting.  Primary discussion was to provide N 95 masks only to EMS and put the Hazmat Suits on the Regional Hazmat Team trucks.
Air Medical Issues:  Only a couple of minor changes to the Air Guideline placed into the trauma system plan.   SW will be building a roof top Helipad and will be changing the ED ambulance entrance.  Jeff Mincy will update as required.  

New EC 135 at STAT 2 (Georgetown).  Still Rear Loading.  Tail boom a little lower than the BK at STAT 1.

Pediatric Issues:   State Pediatric Benchmarks mentioned. Regional Pediatric Immobilization was discussed.  Unanimously voted to order a Pedi mate for all eligible EMS agencies. Disused the results of the Pedi Survey.

Discussed the definition of what each EMS agency considers a Pediatric Patient.

Budget:  The current budget was extensively discussed.  Due to Teeks Grants and other funding sources for previously budgeted programs.  The group voted to make some budget amendments.   Pedi mates will be purchased.  Books for the PHTLS class and ECA class will be purchased.  It was voted to Contact Bob Page to come to our area and provide a 12 lead medic course.  Capt. Rutherford will be contacting him and bringing info to next meeting.
IV. Old Business:
Update on RAC Airway class.  Discussion regarding selection of spots and no shows for future RAC sponsored classes was initiated.

Teeks Grant: Jeff Mincy currently working on a PHTLS grant.  Class Scheduled for June 26th and 27th. Held at Bell County Expo. Details will be on the website in the next month.
