I. Call to Order :  Meeting called to order by  Jeffrey Mincy  at 11:35.  Quorum determined to be present.


II. Approval APR. Minutes:  Minutes from March were approved as submitted.

III. Old Business: 
A. EMS-MOU updates follow up: Danielle updated all members on the status of the MOU and that it is being sent with the existing signatures to all agencies.  As additional agencies sign, those signature pages will be forwarded.            

 B. Capnograph and AED purchases:  Jeff reported on the order of the capnographs and AEDs.  The AEDs are in, but 3 had to go back for a recall.  The capnographs have not been received, but they were ordered from bound tree and all 4 will come with calibration kits.  Jeff reported that there were 2 requests for AEDs from Flat and Mound VFDs.  Motion was made and 2nd to deliver the 2 aeds to flat and mound.  Motion carried.

                     C. Radio update:  Jeff reported that all radios have been received and the only ones left to deliver were to thorndale.

                                 D. EMTrack Devices: Danielle reported that there was discussion among ems agencies involved in the fort hood shooting that the EMTrack device was not likely to be used in emergent MCIs due to the devices relying on cellular signal.  Agencies were asked if they had devices that they wouldn’t use to advise Danielle so she could look into redistribution to hospitals.

                                 E. Regional Strike Team:  Danielle discussed the regional strike team and the housing of the trailer.  S&W EMS would have to talk to their board and follow up to see if they were still interested in housing the trailer. 

IV. New Business:

A. Regional Trauma System Plan Revision (Transport Destination Guidelines)
Danielle reported there would be a work group at 3pm on the 5th of May to work on revising the plan and any interested should attend.
B. Advanced Airway Class  July 6th:  Brittney advised that the class was being set up.  Registration is online through the RAC website.  Until 1 June,2010 registration is for 2 per agency.  It is open to all after then.
C. EMS/County Funds:  Danielle reported
1. Last years reports due 7/31/10, she reminded that a receipt showing proof of payment was required, not just an invoice.  If sending in an invoice a cancelled check should also be sent.
2. This years funds:  Funding reports were distributed by email showing each counties dollar amount.  She advised the checks will be available after 1 September 2010.
