IV. Financial status report

A. Subcommittee Budget Update:  Danielle reported and provided a report for all members including the RAC Budget and the Needs Assessment.

V. RAC Committee and Administrative Reports

A. Acute Care Committee: Terry Valentino reported the committee met in October.  Dr Langford provided information on the formation of a stroke system.  The committee is trying to recruit a new chair that is versed in stroke accreditation.

B. EMS Operations Committee:  Brittney reported that the committee met today and the new Chair is Jeffrey Mincy, there is not currently a Vice Chair.  Next meeting is in January.  A large issue is P25 radio compliance.

C. Emergency Preparedness & Response Committee: Danielle reported the committee met today, Walter Alvarado will remain chair and Chad Berg was elected Vice Chair.  They discussed communications issues with the hospitals to include routine radio testing and the formation of a committee to define what types of communications are to be used for what type of information or event.  They are also looking into developing a regional exercise for the end of March.

D. Disaster Behavioral Health Planning Committee:  Eldon reported the committee met and formed a CISM subcommittee with the purpose of developing a team within the RAC.  They also debriefed the behavioral health response to the Fort Hood shooting.  They are pursuing a staffing grant to hire a staff member for 2 years to pursue the goals of the committee.

E. Hospital Care & Management Committee:   Terry reported the committee met and is still looking for a new chair and vice chair as Terry will not be able to continue.  There is ongoing discussion about a regional registry.  They are waiting to see what happens with the TETAF registry.  They also discussed the upcoming RAC conference scheduled for March 3rd.

F. Injury Prevention/Public Education Committee:  Susan reported the committee met this morning and continues to gain new members.  Susan will be staying on as the Chair, and Susie Smith from RMH will be the Vice Chair.  They discussed mission and goals for 2010.  Susan presented the new community awareness flyers and made them available to all members.   She said that there are various other branded items available for distribution by members.  UMHB is teaming up with the committee to develop public service announcements.  

G. Medical Advisory Board Committee:  Terry reported the MAB met last month.  They reviewed the PI data which had good compliance from all members.  They reviewed a case presented by Dr Gorley and Anita from Darnall.  They elected a new Chair, Dr Gorley, and new Vice Chair, Dr Smith.
