I. Call to order :  Fred called the meeting to order at 1508
II. Determination of a quorum: so determined by the BOD

III. Discussion of and/or action on the following:

A. November 2009 Meeting Minutes:  “Jessica” Stermer corrected from “Jennifer”.  Jerry made motion with the correction, 2nd by Becky.  Motion Carried.
IV. Financial status report

A. Subcommittee Budget Update: Danielle reported on the expenditures for committees and administrative costs.   Handouts provided to the members.   Eldon made a motion to accept the report, Richard 2nd.  Motion Carried.
V. RAC Committee and Administrative Reports

A. Acute Care Committee: Terry reported that the committee is meeting tonight and have not met since last GA.  Dr Langford and Lee Allen from Round Rock Hospital will be at the meeting to give guidance for the Stroke Plan.

B. EMS Operations Committee:  Jeff reported the committee met today and approved a needs assessment for the committee and approved purchase of wave form capnographs for 3 agencies that do not currently have them.
C. Emergency Preparedness & Response Committee: No report given, committee has not met.

D. Disaster Behavioral Health Planning Committee:  Eldon reported that the committee met this month, they are working with Fort Hood to include a family assistance center activation during the drill in May.
E. Hospital Care & Management Committee:   Terry reported that the committee met today.  Needs assessment requests need to be turned in to him ASAP.  He also reported a QI issue with head injury patients on anticoagulants.  Further discussion will be at the MAB tonight.  They also discussed a regional registry and asked anyone that was not at the meeting to meet with him after the meeting to get on board with the project.  They also discussed survey preparation work that they are doing so that hospitals can be well prepared during survey visits.
F. Injury Prevention/Public Education Committee:    Danielle reported for Susan, the committee met this morning and discussed multiple projects including a partnership with UMHB for PSAs, they are also looking into a child passenger safety technician course for the region.  They asked about anyone that has a building that the course could be held in to let them know.
G. Medical Advisory Board Committee:  MAB meets tonight after ACC and there are 2 cases to be presented.  Anita will present the quarter’s PI data.

H. Pediatric Committee:  Danielle reported that the committee is meeting every other month and that Dr Hardy is the chair and they are working on developing regional pediatric care guidelines.

I. Performance Improvement Committee: Anita reported they discussed the TNCC course that is being done next month.  They also discussed the quarterly PI that will be reported at the MAB tonight.  They also discussed future pediatric indicators.
