I. Call to order :  Fred called the meeting to order at 15:06

II. Determination of a quorum: so determined by the BOD

III. Discussion of and/or action on the following:

A. February 2010 Meeting Minutes: motion to approve by Teddy Bruski, 2nd by Chris Spencer, Motion carried.

B. CTRAC Bylaws: Fred presented the bylaw revision proposal.  Review by Fred and Danielle, and copies provided to members.  Thomas recommended that the name of the Injury Prevention and Public Education be changed to Injury Prevention and Community Education.  Anita recommended the term “trauma patient” be replaced with “acute care patient” to more accurately reflect the current mission of the RAC.  Both changes accepted without further discussion.  A motion by Jamey Massey and 2nd by Kelly Stowall to accept the revisions including the two new ones.  Motion carried.

C. CTRAC Vice Chair:  Fred reported to the membership that Terry resigned as the vice chair last month.  He asked if there were any members that were interested in the position.  Fred appointed Jeff Mincy as the Vice-Chair and he asked for members to consider appointment as the Secretary.

IV. Financial status report

A. Subcommittee Budget Update: Danielle reported and a report was distributed to the members.  No questions.  Motion by Thomas and a second by Anita to approve the report as presented.

V. RAC Committee and Administrative Reports

A. Acute Care Committee: Danielle reported that the committee met this month and they have developed a stroke QI tool that will be distributed soon to all hospitals.  The committee will be pursuing stroke center designations over the next few months.  She thanked Brittney and Leigh for their efforts in moving forward with the stroke plan.

B. EMS Operations Committee:  Jeff reported the committee met today they discussed the upcoming Airway class, AED distribution, regional Site on Wheels training, C-collar systems used, EMS registry presentation from EMSystems, and utilizing TX Med 1 frequency for Air Medical when communicating with ground EMS.

C. Emergency Preparedness & Response Committee: Danielle reported that the committee met today.  She reviewed the training for WebEOC and EMTrack, and the SOW training.  They approved the budget and will do an email vote to finalize the work plan for the year.

D. Disaster Behavioral Health Planning Committee:  Eldon reported that the committee has met and that they are working to adopt a draft plan in the June meeting.  The CISM team is slowly making progress towards organization.

E. Hospital Care & Management Committee:   Kelly reported that the committee met today and they selected Connie Kozik as the vice chair for the committee.  They discussed the outreach program and reviewed GETAC and TTCF updates.

F. Injury Prevention/Public Education Committee:  Danielle reported that the committee met today and they are working on the child passenger safety seat technician class.  There are about 15 seats left in the class.  They are looking at purchasing banners for education activities.  There are stroke brochures available for all agencies.  The group is working with a family violence task force to develop a sub-committee to address family violence.

G. Medical Advisory Board Committee:  Anita reported the committee met and they reviewed a transfer, they also reviewed the QI and trauma system plan.

H. Pediatric Committee:  Danielle reported the committee met last Friday, they have made a recommendation that the ambulances in the region get an infant spinal motion restriction device.  They reviewed the recommended equipment for ambulances as published by the American Academy of Pediatrics.  A new vice chair was also selected.

I. Performance Improvement Committee: Anita reported that the committee met today and they reviewed the quarterly QA and they are going to review trauma morbidity and mortality next quarter.  They will be assessing pain control for pediatrics and IV fluid resuscitation for prehospital providers.  She reported that the state has published a list of system PI indicators.  She also presented the PI statistics for the quarter.

J. Administrative:  Danielle introduced the new staff, Danyl and Lavon.

1. Emergency Healthcare System Plan Updates: Danielle reported that there are some changes that have been recommended.  It is open for review now and the proposed changes will be posted in time to vote at the August General Assembly.

2. EMS-County Pass through reports due 7/31/10: Danielle reminded EMS agencies of the upcoming due dates.

Jerry moved to accept all reports, Jamie 2nd.  Motion carried.
