I. Welcome and Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 10:35 am by Kelly Stowell, Hospital Care & Management Committee Chair.

II. Approval of Minutes
The May 2010 minutes were reviewed.  Anita made a motion to approve, Marilyn seconded.  Motion Carried.
III. Old Business 

a. Head Trauma Guidelines:  Committee members gave updates on the ability for their agencies to stock prothrombin complex conventrate (PCC).  The drug is cost prohibitive to several agencies. Kelly notified the committee that Scott & White will be seeking grant funds to perform a multi-agency clinical trial on the use of PCC.  Dr. Davis will spearhead.
b. Remaining HC&M funds:  The committee agreed to use remaining funds to supply equipment requests from Richards Memorial for transfer boards, pelvic straps and IO drills.  RAC admin will get the 3 required quotes to present to the committee.  The committee approved two tuition reimbursement requests for the Texas Injury Prevention Conference. Gerald brought up the need for a TNCC instructor course in the area.  CRDAMC agrees to pay for the monitor and the committee will pay for fees and books.  UMHB requested tuition reimbursement for a person to take the TNCC instructor course.  The committee agreed to award reimbursement with the stipulation that the person teach one TNCC class per year.  
c. Regional Trauma Registry:  Tabled until more info is received.  

d. Freestanding Emergency Medical Centers:  The drafted letter has been reviewed and approved to be sent out to the facilities in our area.  
New Business

a. Emergency Medical Taskforce:  Kelly gave an update.  The initial roll out will include the HOTRAC, Brazos Valley, CATRAC and CTRAC.  The CTRAC Board of Directors have opted to be the lead agency.  Danielle reviewed the taskforce requirements, concept, funding etc.  Terry Gaskins has volunteered to be the lead on EMS support.  Nurse support is needed.  
IV. Other Announcements, Comments, Discussion
Trauma Hotline Transfers – Kelly asked that trauma coordinators be aware that data on transferes is often incomplete and to work to reply to requests for additional information quickly.  
V. Next Meeting and Adjournment

The next meeting will be held 28 July 2010 at 10:30 am via conference call . Kelly Stowell will be absent and Connie Kozik will officiate. The meeting adjourned at 11:50 am without incident.
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
