I. 
Welcome and Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 11:00 am by Mr. Terry Valentino, Hospital Care & Management Committee Chairperson. The Hospital Care & Management members introduced themselves. 
II. Approval of January 2008 Minutes 
Terry Valentino noted that Nancy Floyd was placed twice on the members present for the January minutes. Will make the correction. Mr. James Meyers motioned to accept the January 2008 minutes with the one change noted. Ms. Anita Paniagua seconded the motion. The meeting minutes were approved by the group. 
III. New Business:
Mr. Valentino stated that we would discuss the New Business first seeing that a few of the members present needed to leave by 1130 for the EMSOC Committee Meeting at Noon.
CTRAC Education Initiatives
Mr. Valentino asked the group what they thought about holding an annual CTRAC Trauma Symposium.  The consensus of the group felt that it was a good idea.  Discussion took place as to what a good date would be to hold such an event.  Late fall or early winter seemed to be a good time-frame for most.  We will begin planning for the event in the next few months.

Mr. Valentino asked the committee how they felt about CTRAC holding monthly educational classing for our CTRAC members.  Mr. Slaton suggested that instead of holding a separate class, maybe the EMS/Hospitals that are holding educational sessions or classes can open it up to all the CTRAC members and the information can be posted to the CTRAC Website by Ms. Schmitz.  The committee thought this would be a good way to provide additional educational to our members and also help build networking relationships between facilities. 

Mr. Valentino stated the TOPICS course for March 14th, 2008 is set to go.  Please make sure and register if interested.  The course is a must have for staff involved in trauma PI.

Mr. Valentino polled the committee about the possibility of hosting an AAAM Course next year.  Due to the cost of the course, a suggestion was made to add it to our needs assessment and see if we can budget some money to send those that need to attend opposed to hosting a course.  The committee agreed this was a good idea so those interested need to add it to their needs assessment for next year.  Mr. Valentino also reminded the group that the CTRAC needs assessment was due by the end of the week.
EMSC Survey Update
Mr. Valentino reminded the committee members that if you haven’t went on-line and completed the EMSC survey please do so.  
TTCF Meetings
Mr. Valentino reminded the committee members that the Texas Trauma Coordinators Forum meet quarterly; the Tuesday before GETAC.  The TTCF provides a great opportunity for trauma coordinator from all over the state to network and share ideas.  Mr. Valentino encouraged participation with this group especially for new trauma coordinators.  The next meeting will be held May 6th.
GETAC Trauma Systems Committee
Mr. Valentino stated that GETAC Trauma Systems Committee meeting focused on the new Red-light draft bill.  DSHS gave a short report on the release of the 3588 monies (51 million) will be released in late March.  There was also a report by DSHS regarding the status of the state registry.  DSHS is contracting with TETAF to research options for a new state registry. 

IV. New Business
Transfer-Out Report
Mrs. Kepler presented the data she collected for the hospitals that submitted regarding transfer-out of our region.  What the numbers showed is that the patients that were transferred out of our region were due to burns and PICU bed unavailability.  All acceptable reasons.  We will continue to monitor.
Mrs. Kepler also presented some information regarding CTRAC hosting a TNCC Course for its members.  In order to make the course feasible, we would have to have at least 12 students.  The concern was brought forth that we don’t have enough TNCC instructors in our region and that we also need to address that need.  It was mentioned that if we do hold a TNCC Course for the region, the initial one could be used to gather IP candidates.  This concept was well received by the committee members.   

TNCC Reimbursement
4 hospitals/students will be reimbursed for the TNCC course being held Thursday and Friday; CTH, Hamilton, Metroplex, and Richards.  Mr. Valentino will follow-up with the appropriate individuals for reimbursement following course completion.
Pediatric protocols/documentation
The MAB will add pediatrics to its quarterly meeting agenda.  Pediatrics guidelines will need to be added to the Trauma System Plan in the near future.  No further discussion regarding pediatric issues.

The next meeting will be held March 26th at the COG office building in Belton. The meeting adjourned at 12:00 pm without incident.
