Trauma Program Needs Assessment:

The most common need documented was trauma education, i.e. TNCC, ENPC, etc.  Will ensure that trauma educational needs are incorporated into the 2009 CTRAC Regional Needs Assessment Document for consideration for next year’s budget.
Remaining HC&M Funds:


Discussed with the committee members suggestions on expending the rest of the HC&M funds.  Items such as TNCC, Seton Trauma Conference, ATS Trauma registrar course, purchasing TNCC and ACLS books, and evaluation of last years needs assessment will be used to expend the remaining funds.  There has also been a request from S&W ED for the purchase of 2 junior ALS mannequins to be used for ENPC.  Terry will put together a suggested budget on how to expend the funds then send to committee members for approval.  If there are no objections to the budget, we will move forward on expending the remaining funds on those items.
III. New Business
2009 Committee Needs Assessment

For the 2009 CTRAC Committee Needs Assessment that is due July 31st, the committee will concentrate on asking for funds geared toward trauma educational needs; TNCC/ATCN, ENPC, Trauma Registrar training, specialty certifications, trauma coordinator classes, etc.  Terry will complete the document then put on the agenda to discuss at the June HC&M Meeting to get final approval before sending in.

DSHS and TETAF Trauma Registry Update:


Not much to report; TETAF and DSHS are moving forward with their individual projects to develop their own trauma registry.  DSHS will be here at the Belton CTCOG building on the 22nd of June to give an update on the states progress.  Plans are to discuss EMS registry development in the morning and hospital registry development in the afternoon.
