The purchase of a regional registry was also added to the needs assessment document.  Terry will prepare a final draft of the needs assessment for the July meeting to be voted on.

DSHS and TETAF Trauma Registry Update:


On the 22nd of June, a presentation was done by a company called MTG which is the company that the state contracted with to evaluate the state trauma registry needs.  We were the 6th region that they had visited.  The feedback and needs voiced from the Stakeholders has been very similar is all areas they visited.  They plan to present their recommendations to the state within the next few months.

Regional Registry:


A proposal was received from CDM who is the maker of the trauma registry program TraumaBase regarding the development of a regional registry.  Discussion took place by committee members about the pros and cons of developing a regional registry.  While everyone though it was a great idea, funding was still a concern.  Terry will continue to work with CDM to agree the funding issue.
