I. 
Welcome and Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 10:40 am by Terry Valentino, Hospital Care & Management Committee Chairperson.

II. Old Business:
Remaining HC&M Funds:


Terry gave an overview of the remaining funds in the HC&M budget. $1,144 left.  There has been a request from the Injury Prevention Committee to utilize any funds left to purchase some CTRAC informational cards.  Committee agreed to allow the Injury Prevention Committee to utilize the remaining funds.

Regional Registry:


No new update on this project.  Terry still has to develop the letter that will be sent to the hospital administrative leadership explaining the Regional Registry concept and purpose.  Terry stated he will be working on that this month and will have a draft for the committee members to look during the September CTRAC HC&M meeting.
III. New Business
GETAC Updated:
Terry gave a brief updated on GETAC from last week.  These will be discussed tonight as well during the general assembly meeting tonight.
· The DSHS trauma registry project continues.  MTG plans to submit recommendations to DSHS by October 2009.  Following the recommendations, implementation of the new system will still take 18-24 months.  TETAF continues to move forward with their plans for trauma registry development. 

· Funding was discussed; Right Light monies will be dispersed next month; 9 million being released.  RAC L was one of 10 that will be receiving monies.  No guarantee for next year.  3588 2nd dispersement will be going out soon.  Next year there will be a one time dispersement of 75 million.  This will happen for the next 2 years.

· Danielle gave an update on some of the bills that were passed.

· At the GETAC Trauma Systems Meeting one of the big action items was that the ACSCOT will be contacted and asked to come into Texas and do a state wide evaluation of our Trauma System and ask for input regarding the need for additional Level 1, 2, and 3 Trauma Centers across the state. This was done because of a rider SB 1-Rider 90 asking for an assessment of need for additional Level 1 and 2 trauma facilities.
