Why child passenger safety training?
Motor vehicle crashes are the number one cause of unintentional death and injuries of children ages 14 and under. Most parents believe they are using child safety seats properly, but child safety seat checkups routinely discover that four out of five children are not properly restrained in appropriate child safety seats or safety belt systems. Numerous compatibility problems between child safety seats and motor vehicles exist. 
There is an immediate need for volunteer Child Passenger Safety (CPS) Technicians who can explain these complicated issues in an understandable way and who can demonstrate safe and proper child safety seat installation to parents and caregivers.
Saving lives and reducing injuries to children in motor vehicle crashes through the education of correct use of child safety seats and vehicle restraints is the program's primary goal. This program ensures that CPS Technicians -- those volunteers responsible for educating their communities on child passenger safety -- have the finest possible training and the most up-to-date and accurate information available.
What is the CPS technician workshop?
The Standardized Child Passenger Safety (CPS) Technician Workshop was developed by CPS professionals and the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. The workshop is an in-depth, three and a half (3 ½ ) day course that leads to national certification as a CPS Technician. The workshop is fast-paced and comprehensive. It is taught through a series of lectures, hands-on practice with child safety seats and vehicle belt systems, role-play and discussions of new issues. Students must be prepared for the substantial physical activity needed to install child safety seats. Students will take both written and hands-on tests, and participate in a real world CPS child safety seat checkup event, where students must demonstrate proficiency communicating and demonstrating proper installations to the public. 
The workshop is taught by experienced professional CPS Instructors, who are committed to saving lives and preventing injuries. Student-to-instructor ratio will be 5 to 1 or lower. A curriculum workbook is provided on the first day of the course. 

Course demands
In addition to 8-hour class days, students are expected to study the material in the evenings. Students must pass both written quizzes and hands-on skills tests in order to pass the course. Students must also be present for the entire three and a half (3 ½ ) days in order to pass the course. The CPS Technician workshop is a demanding course, both physically and mentally.
After the course, successful students are expected to partner with KidSafe in CPS services and events. Between October 1, 2009 and September 30, 2010, the KidSafe Program will conduct CPS Safety Seat Check-up Events, establish fitting stations and conduct CPS parent and child education classes and car seat distribution programs in the communities of Bell, Bosque, Coryell, Falls, Hill, Limestone and McLennan Counties. Certified CPS Technicians will be expected to participate in these CPS services as needed/available. It is necessary for a new CPS Technician to continue to learn with the help and guidance of experienced CPS Technicians and/or CPS Technician Instructors.

Many CPS Technicians work in public service, as police officers, nurses, social workers, EMS technicians and related positions. These professions normally allow for the CPS Technician to offer and practice his/her skills to the public as part of his/her job. It is important that the CPS Technician candidate's employer is knowledgeable and supportive of the time and public service that is expected of CPS technicians after the course is over.
The following steps are necessary for a student to pass the course: 


        Attend the entire three and a half (3 ½ ) day course 
        Successfully complete hands-on skills tests
        Pass three (3) written quizzes with a score of 85 or higher
       Participate in a community child safety seat checkup event held in conjunction with the course

Fees
A $75 training program fee is required to be paid in advance to the National SAFE KIDS Coalition (NSKC), which is the organization that coordinates the national certification process. The cost of the training manual is included in this fee. The certification will be good for two (2) years and may be renewed upon completion of NSKC re-certification procedures. The training program fee is NOT to be sent to the KidSafe Program. After submitting your application, you will receive information on how to pay for the course. Please do NOT send payment for the course with your application.
Workshop schedule
The workshop will be held June 29- July 2, 2010 at the Canyon Creek Baptist Church in Temple, Texas.  Participants will receive a Welcome Letter from the KidSafe Program with further details regarding the course once they have completed registration.

Deadline for submitting the application is June 10, 2010. You will be contacted within 1 week of receipt of your application regarding your status as an applicant via e-mail. 

Accepted applicants will be provided further information regarding registration with National SAFE KIDS Coalition. When registering with NSKC, a $75 fee will be assessed.  Any student whose registration is received within two weeks of the scheduled start date of the course must pay a late fee to NSKC. To avoid late fees, pay online with a credit card.
