I. Welcome and Introductions

The meeting was called to order at 1:05pm by Walter Alvarado, Carl R. Darnall Army Medical Center (CRDAMC).
II. Approval of January 27th, 2010 Minutes
The January 27th, 2010 minutes were reviewed by the group. Mr. Tom Riddle made a motion to approve the minutes and Mrs. Jennifer Henager seconded the motion – The minutes were approved by the group.
III. Old Business
A. OASPR FY10 Letters of Agreement
Jim Evans provided a handout listing the Hospitals and OEMs that have not yet submitted a LOA to CTRAC. Jim will re-send the LOA Document via email to the entities that need to turn them in and asked that they be returned as soon as feasibly possible. Walter Alvarado also indicated that CTRAC needs the LOA as soon as possible.
B. Replacement PPE Requests
Jim Evans informed those present on the three quotes received for PPE replacement. The three companies and their quotes are as follows: Grainger Inc. - $52,787.19, Abatix Corp. - $62,359.94, MSC Industrial Supply - $78,764.40. Walter Alvarado asked members to vote on the PPE Quotes. The selected bid was Grainger Inc. and was unanimously approved by members in attendance.
C. Updating Hospital EOC Contact Personnel
Jim Evans provided a handout listing the hospitals and EMS agencies that have not provided their emergency contact information. The Excel template will also be re-sent to via email.
D. Monthly Radio Check-in (800mhz / VHF)

Jim Evans indicated that the next Monthly Radio Check-in will be on Tuesday, March 02, 2010 at 10:00am. The tests will be conducted semi-monthly and include all hospitals within TSA-L. No tests were conducted for the month of February.
E. External Lighting for Milam County Decon. Trailer
Milam County OEM is requesting external lighting for their Decon. Trailer; however this issue was tabled until the March meeting.
IV. New Business
A. Quarterly Report
Jim Evans sent hospitals a copy of their Quarterly Report before the meeting and indicated that they should have them in their inbox upon returning to their office. If a hospital has not received a copy of their report, please log-in to Survey Monkey and complete it. Once this is done a copy will be sent.
B. Hospital Disaster Related Reimbursement
Walter Alvarado and Jim Evans asked hospital representatives to refer to the handout entitled Hospital Disaster Related Reimbursement. The handout, and namely page two, provides tips and information on hospital reimbursement in times of large-scale emergencies and disasters.
C. Texas Regional Emergency Task Forces

Walter Alvarado and Jim Evans asked members to refer to the handout entitled Texas Regional Emergency Medical Task Forces: A coordinated approach to Large Incident Response. This document gives an overview of the response/management structure of Emergency Medical Task Forces. These task forces are in the preliminary stages of development and EPR Members will receive more information once it available.
D. FCC Narrow Banding Requirement (EMS Agencies)
Members in attendance were provided with a FCC Public Announcement and supporting information on the 2013 Narrow Banding Requirement. Jim Evans encouraged all hospitals and EMS agencies to update their two-way VHF radio systems before 2013 – any radios in operation after this year will be noncompliant and the licenses invalid.
E. ESAR-VHP Training Roll-out

Jim Evans discussed the upcoming EASR-VHP Training from DSHS. Training should become available in the next 12-18 month. More information will be given once it becomes available.
