I. 
Welcome and Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 1:03 PM by Ms. Carol Morisett, Hospital Preparedness Planning Group Committee Chairperson. The HPPG members introduced themselves. 
II. Approval of August 29, 2007 & September 26, 2007 Minutes 
The August 29, 2007 Meeting Minutes were approved by the group with noted changes. Mr. Tom Riddle made the 1st motion and Ms. Melissa Stevens 2nd the motion. The September 26, 2007 Meeting Minutes were also approved by the group as written. Mr. Tom Riddle made the 1st motion and Mr. Scott Spencer 2nd the motion.
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III. HRSA Year 5 Status
Final Reports - Ms. Danielle Schmitz gave an update on the close out of HRSA Year 5. She mentioned the final report will be submitted to the state by October 30th which is the due date. 

Status of Purchases – Ms. Schmitz discussed the only remaining items needing to be turned in for HRSA Year 5 are any expenditure request forms from entities that had not turned their’s in to the RAC to receive HRSA Year 5 equipment purchases. Ms. Schmitz announced that all HRSA Year 5 money has been spent and any remaining purchases that have not come in will be in soon. Ms. Carol Morisset gave a review of which items were shipped to Scott & White Hospital and some facilities will need to pick up their equipment from a Scott & White warehouse. Members were asked to contact Carol Morisset to pick up items located at the Scott & White warehouse. Mr. Scott Spencer mentioned he would like to see a spreadsheet of everything ordered from HRSA Year 5. Ms. Schmitz brought copies of the spreadsheet for the members present. Mr. Spencer questioned the VA’s role in the CTRAC region for preparedness and Mr. Fred Gray discussed the role of the VA pertaining to the CTRAC HPPG group. Mr. Gray also went over the list of equipment purchased with the HRSA Year 5 monies for each entity.
IV. OASPR Yr 6 Status
Work plan – Ms. Schmitz discussed the OASPR Yr 6/FY08 work plan and the contract requirements for this year. Members were asked for input into any changes that need to be made to the work plan before submission to the state. Ms. Morisset made a motion to accept the work plan presented with noted changes, and Mr. Terry Valentino 2nd the motion.
Budget – Ms. Schmitz reviewed the different categories within the budget and went over the thinking behind the numbers in the budget. Examples of items the HPPG group could purchase were given. 
Quarterly Reports- A different report format for facilities to send in information to the RAC for the OASPR Yr 6 grant will be sent out to make reporting easier for the facilities.
Interoperable Communications- Ms. Schmitz spoke about items that could be purchased to meet the Level 4 Interoperable Communications benchmarks through the OASPR Yr 6 grant. Items such as HAM, laptops, and 800 MHz radios were discussed and approved for purchase.
Resource Management System- The Facilities Technology Group (FTG) was contracted by the RAC to come out to all facilities and tag inventory items that were purchased with HRSA/OASPR monies. All items over $1,000 dollars will be tagged.
V. Other Announcements, Comments, etc.
Upcoming Training/Exercises- Ms. Carol Morisett updated the group on an upcoming Radiological Emergency Training Class and Fire Evacuation Training. Handouts were provided to the group.
DSHS Quality Assurance audits- Ms. Schmitz announced the DSHS will be coming out to the RAC for a QA audit for HRSA Yr 5. DSHS will be doing a site visit on 3 facilities as part of the QA audit. Darnall, Scott & White and Metroplex will receive a site visit.

Trauma Registry- No update was given due to time restraints.
