1. Regional Health & Medical Disaster Plan – CHEMPACK SOG
Copies of the revised CHEMPACK SOG were distributed via email. A motion was made by Ms. Joan Albers to adopt the new SOG, and it was seconded by Mr. Jamie Masey. The group voted and approved the SOG.
2. Security Training
A handout was passed out with information related to a security training, focusing on healthcare settings. The group discussed this course and decided it was not needed. A motion was made by Ms. Carol Morisset not to approve this course, and seconded by Mr. Tom Riddle. The group voted and decided not to approve this training.
B. DSHS Programmatic Audit 8/13/09 & 8/14/09

Ms. Danielle Schmitz reviewed the Programmatic Audit that took place. DSHS noted that our region had met the requirements of the HPP YR 7 deliverables. Ms. Schmitz also noted that different hospitals would be chosen for site visits for next year’s audit, so that all hospitals will have the chance to go through this visit from DSHS.

1. Texas HPP Pan Flu Caches
In order to make sure the TSA-L CISM Team has enough trained volunteers, there needs to be CISM training. The cost of the three day course, which trains people in both Group Crisis Intervention and Individual Crisis Intervention and Peer Support is $140.00 per student.  The CTRAC was planning on allowing around 35 students to take the class.  Mr. Eldon Tietje made a motion to approve the funding for the CISM Training. The motion was seconded by Mr. Mincy and approved by the group.

The CISM training is scheduled for August 31-Sept 2, 2009, 8:00am-5:00pm at the CTCOG Bldg in Belton.  This class will train individuals in both Group Crisis Intervention and Individual Crisis Intervention and Peer Support.
