I. 
Welcome and Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 1:03 PM by Ms. Carol Morisset, Hospital Preparedness Planning Group Committee Chairperson. The HPPG members introduced themselves. 
II. Approval of August 29, 2007 Minutes 
The August 29, 2007 Meeting Minutes were not completed yet for this meeting. Meeting Minutes approval was tabled for the next meeting.  
III. HPPG Committee Role & Responsibilities
Ms. Morisset informed the group that the HPPG will need to elect a new Chair and Vice Chair, as she will no longer be able to take on the role of Chairperson. There was discussion amongst the group on the matter. The group determined that nominations for a new Chair and Vice-Chair of HPPG be sent in to the CTRAC office for further discussion at the next meeting. Ms. Morisset agreed to continue being the HPPG chair until a new chair could be elected.
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IV. HRSA Year 5 Status
Status of Purchases – Mr. Fred Gray reviewed the current status of purchases.  He reminded each facility that the Stryker and Matrix purchases would be delivered soon. Grainger and Pulmonetic Systems have already begun delivering items that were purchased. Mr. Gray stated those items are currently being stored at a Scott & White warehouse.  Ms. Danielle Schmitz stated that those items would also need to be tagged once the new Resource Management system is installed, along with items previously purchased with HRSA dollars from the last 5 years. Facilities can either pick up their items at the Scott & White warehouse immediately, or wait until they have been tagged, based on the facilities needs. Facilities should contact Ms. Carol Morisset to arrange pick-up times and dates.
V. OASPR Year 6 Funding Update
A. Hospital Preparedness Funding Requirements – Ms. Danielle Schmitz gave an overview and handout of HPPG funding for Year 6. She stated that priority 1 areas the HPPG will need to focus on this year are Interoperable Communications, Bed Tracking System, ESAR-VHP, Mass Fatality plans, and Hospital Evacuation plans. She also stated that the grant requires completion of the deliverables pertaining to these areas by July 31, 2008. Other Overarching areas the HPPG will need to focus on include NIMS requirements, Preparedness education and training, Regional exercising and At-risk populations. Priority 2 areas should be worked on once Priority 1 areas are complete. Priority 2 areas include Alternate Care Sites, PPE, Decontamination, Mobile Medical Assets, and Pharmaceutical caches.
1. Letters of Agreement – Ms. Schmitz stated that any entity wishing to receive equipment and/or funding through OASPR/HPP monies must complete a Letter of Agreement with the RAC. Blank Letters of Agreements were handed out to the members present.
B. Pandemic Influenza Funding – Ms. Schmitz informed the group that the state agency DSHS had been awarded 4.7 million dollars in pandemic influenza funding for hospital preparedness for the entire state. She also stated that DSHS had not yet decided if these monies would flow down to the RACs, or if the state would make the purchases directly in preparation for a pandemic influenza.
